Many of you contributed financially to Christ the
King Church in Karlovac to purchase food and distribute
before Christmas Day. Over $1000 came from children
in two churches in Butler County who contributed pennies
collected in large pickle jars.

Food was assembled and given away, helping
over 21 families. More than $300 was spent to provide toilet paper,
personal care products and food helping more than thirty homeless
people.

Plans are being made to purchase a dishwasher to give to
the homeless shelter, as their kitchen will be expanded to become
a city-wide soup kitchen. There is also the possibility that we may
be able to do Bible studies and other activities with the homeless.

We have this ministry by the mercy of God and you gave
generously by the grace of God. He is at work in Karlovac, Croatia
and he graciously allows us to join him in what he is doing. To all
of you who gave money, thank you. And to all of you who are pray-
ing for us, thank you also.
